· Could you create a map of where important fossils have been found throughout the UK or even on earth? Did you know, many fossils found in the UK were found in Bucks, Beds and Cambridgeshire. Harston, near Cambridge, even has a pit where dinosaur poo was mined and used as fertiliser by local farmers!
